Research Focused Practicum Placement – Neuropsychology Service
[bookmark: _GoBack]Available to highly motivated undergraduate and graduate students who are in good academic standing. We can accommodate up to 4 research trainees at this time. This is an unpaid practicum placement. Requires a two-semester commitment and the ability to pass a Veteran Affairs background check. 
	Training and mentorship in the CAVHS Neuropsychology Research Lab focuses on how to perform literature reviews; database development and common companion statistics; data coding, verification, and entry of data culled from neuropsychological cases evaluated by neuropsychology service; relevant didactics including selected readings; and practical experience in the conduction of research in a Veteran’s Hospital setting. 
	Contingent upon good work ethic and depending on level of involvement, Research Practicum trainees can earn a professional letter of recommendation for employment or graduate school related studies, access to archival data sets for Master’s or Dissertations, and likely one or more co-authorships on research presentation, posters, and/or papers.

Neuropsychology Clinical Practicum Placement 
Available to graduate students who are in good academic standing who have an interest in clinical neuropsychology. This is an unpaid position. Our team can accommodate up to 2 trainees at this time. This is an unpaid practicum placement. Requires a two-semester commitment and the ability to pass a Veteran Affairs background check. 
	Clinical training and mentorship in the CAVHS Neuropsychology Service focuses on didactic, pertinent readings, and experiential training in neuropsychology. Practicum students would be required to learn and demonstrate competency in the standardized administration of commonly employed neuropsychological tools before being allowed to work clinically with patients/Veterans. Practicum students also would be trained on how to interpret and integrate results with relevant background information obtained from a diagnostic clinical interview and medical chart review with attention to the development of interviewing, report writing, and feedback skills. All work is supervised by licensed psychologist.
